Kent County Council (KCC) update
Cllr Logen attended the February meeting and reported on the KCC budget for 2026/27, which includes a council tax increase of 3.99%. He also confirmed that bollards to address the longstanding emergency vehicle access problem at Till Avenue were due to start week commencing 24 February, funded jointly with Sevenoaks District Council.
Cllr Logen is also engaged with the parish on a number of matters including Sevenoaks District Council’s Local Plan and the proposed Pedham Place development, which he opposes and is exploring options on at KCC. The Parish Council looks forward to continuing to work constructively with Cllr Logen on matters affecting the village.

Police update
Our new Beat Officer PC Joseph Weatherall reported that December saw the lowest crime levels of 2025 that were around 50% lower than December 2024. Motorcycle nuisance has reduced over the winter months but will be monitored as it gets warmer, and rural crime - particularly quad bikes and machinery thefts - are increasing locally. Residents are encouraged to report all incidents as this directly affects police presence and priorities.

Sevenoaks District Council (SDC) update
Cllr Maskell, Leader of SDC, attended the meeting and advised that the new waste and recycling system planned for 2026 is being driven by central government and national legislation. With the new bins, SDC are working to manage bin storage issues and improve recycling rates.
The results from Regulation 18 and the emerging Local Plan was still under review with Officers with information expected to be shared at the next Development and Infrastructure committee meeting in March.
Planning enforcement concerns raised by the Parish Council were acknowledged.
